Well it does seem to be true if you do not currently like the
weather, just wait a day or two and you will get something
different here in Missouri. That same analogy can be said of us
as Christians; if you do not like what you see or hear, wait just a
little and someone will come up with something new and
completely different. Most of my life I have not been afraid to
look at different theologians or philosophers and weigh what
they have to say with what I believe and studied in graduate
school.

As a family of faithful it becomes more and more obvious to me
that today children are not in church due to “other” activities;
things or events that they participate in on Sundays. Those
things are sports of all kinds, rehearsals for music or theatre,
practice for teams, and the list goes on. So the question is how
do we attract their attention and draw them into programs of
ministry.

How do we make religion/faith a relevant part of their lives in
this new world and age we live in? What do we do to make
faith related things more attractive to youth? Not attractive in
the sense we lose touch with the gospel, but make the gospel
come alive for them and therefore, peak their interest to come
and see what God has to offer.

We here at FCC in Hannibal are part of the Northeast Area of the
Christian Church (D of C) of Mid-America. | am the current Moderator
of the N.E. Area and we had our first board meeting by phone last
Saturday, which ran 2 % hours. The main items from the meeting
were to go over finances for our area and to establish two ad hoc
committees which will look into funding options for the future and
the other will look at a staff position that is coming available from a
retirement option.

Our congregation supports the N.E. Area with monthly contributions,
which is part of our Missions. The N.E. Area supports our
congregation in numerous ways such as; summer camps for youth,
relocation for clergy, and Dr. Kris Tenny-Brittian leads 5 cluster
meetings each month from September through May for clergy. At
these cluster meetings (which we are in cluster 4 and we meet here at
FCC, Hannibal) Dr. Kris has us reading various books and going
through clergy skill items for continued professional growth. She
lines up a mentor for each Commissioned Minister, like our Mariah,
and works with them to help professionally grow newer ministers
who are coming into ministry as a second or first vocation.

The area also works in the areas of anti-racism and reconciliation,
justice, ministerial growth qualifications, shepherding elders, and the
list goes on. As you get the idea, our N.E. Area staff are hard at work
with clergy, congregations, assigned regional responsibilities and
work with the general manifestation of the Christian Church (D of C)
in Indiana.
