Dear Friends, 

As members and ministers of congregations located in the Northeast Area of 

the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) in Mid-America,  you probably have heard  
that at the close of 2015 we will no longer have an Area structure. Instead, Mid-America 

will exist as one, unified Region rather than a Region separated into Areas. 

 
Our reason for writing today is three-fold.  

First, we want to make sure you know there are structural changes being 

planned in the Mid-America Region that can provide us with the opportunity to 

streamline our ministries and missions. This structural change is an evolution of the new 

Regional model originally approved at the October 2012 Regional Assembly held in St 

Joseph.  And the topic of dissolving the area structure was also discussed at the 
November 2014 Northeast Area Assembly held in Macon.   You can read more about 

that this issue by going to the Regional Structure page at www.Mid-

AmericaDisciples.org (http://www.mid-americadisciples.org/special-events/2014/9/5/
restructure).  

Second, we also want to make sure you mark your calendars for three very 

important dates that will be here before we know it. Starting with Saturday, September 
19, from 2:00-4:00 PM, the Northeast Area will hold  a special Celebration Party at the 

Broadway CC in Columbia. Then, beginning at 10:00 AM on October 5, the Northeast 

Area will come together for what we anticipate will be our final Area Assembly. As in 
years past, this Assembly will have a couple items of business for us to consider 

regarding the details of our ceasing to be an Area, but we also want it to be a day for 

celebrating what Disciples ministry has been in this northeastern corner of Missouri: 
from the first Assembly held in Missouri, through our time as a State Association, to 

Districts, to SGUs (you’ll have to come to Assembly to find out what those were! – 

smile), to today’s Area, and to what will be next.  
And please make sure you have Saturday, October 24, on your calendar too: 

the date of our called Mid-America Regional Assembly. This, too, will be an historic day 

as the Assembly – each of us! –formally adopts the new Regional Structure and approves 
the 2016 direction of Mid-America’s unified, collective ministries and mission.  

And third, we are writing with regards to any possible legacy gifts to the 

Northeast Area, in which the Northeast Area as been named as a beneficiary of a will, 

trust, or other financial asset (e.g., stocks, IRA). At the close of 2015 the Northeast Area 

will cease to exist, so it is important that any congregation or person planning to give or 

leave funds to the Area to please change the beneficiary from the Northeast Area to The 
Christian Church of Mid-America (Disciples of Christ). Of course, should you have any 

questions about making such a change, please feel free contact either of us. 
We’d be remiss if we closed this letter without once again thanking you for 

the prayers and wide support you give to us. Your continued support of the Area through 

the remainder of 2015 is especially important during this time of change as it allows us 
to continue to provide resources, care, and ministry; to pay our staff’s salaries and bills 

through the end of the year; and to end as well as – if not better than – when we started 

as an Area thirty-three years ago. 
Again, please let us know if you or your congregation has any questions as 

we move through the coming months. Please also let your congregation know that you 

are continually in our prayers … and that we covet your prayers as well. You’ll be 
hearing from us again in July with even more details than we can include here.
